 Youth Camp Rules and Regulations
1. The rate for using the camp is $3.00 per day per person. No charge for babies in arms.
2. Check in or checkout time is at 2pm on the day you are scheduled to arrive or vacate the camp.
a.  Groups arriving after 2pm on the first day and departing by 2pm  

     the second day will be charged for one (1) day.

b.  Groups arriving and departing on the same day will be charged for one

     (1) day.

c.  Groups arriving before 2pm on the first day and departing by 2pm on 

     the second day will be charged for two (2) days.

d.  Groups arriving after 2pm on the first day and departing after 2pm on

     the second day will be charged two (2) days.

e.  Fees for groups staying more than one day will be determined on a 

     similar basis.

3. There is a $25.00 per day rate for using the kitchen.
4. All users will be required to pay a cleanup deposit of $200.00 to be returned after inspection by Camp Director and Leader. $75.00 must be paid at the time reservations are made and the remaining $125.00 at the time of occupancy. A 21 day cancellation notice before occupancy is required or the $75.00 deposit will not be returned.

5. Each adult and parent or guardian of a youth must sign a Waiver of Liability Clause. No exceptions.
6. Only 1 group at a time shall use the camp.

7. Each group must have a ratio of 1 adult for every 4 children 12 years of age and under and 1 adult for every 6 teenagers.
8. One person in each group must be first aid and CPR trained.

9. No children are allowed out of camp without adult supervision.
10. No groups or individuals may leave the camp without notifying the Camp Director or Group Leader of their destination and approximate time of return.

11.  Visitors may not enter the camp without the permission of the Camp Director or Group Leader.

12.  All natural settings will be left undisturbed and undamaged.

13.  No pets are allowed.

14.  Everyone should respect all animals, both in and out of camp.
15. Throwing of rocks, sticks, etc. is strictly prohibited.

16.  All health and safety regulations must be observed at all times.

17.  Because of the fire dangers, outdoor grills are confined to the main building yard or fire pit area.

18. Because of the fire dangers, smoking is not allowed in any of the buildings.
19. There shall be no campfires except those in designated areas and only when approved in advance by the Camp Director. Approved campfires must have 2 five gallon buckets filled with water in close proximity to the campfire. Camp fires are not to be left unattended.
20.  All accidents or illnesses must be reported immediately to the Camp Director or Group Leader.
21. The drinking of alcohol or the use of drugs on and off campgrounds is strictly prohibited. The violation of this rule is just cause immediate expulsion.

22.  No firearms are permitted on the camp premises. The violation of this rule is just cause for expulsion.
23.  Each group will be held liable for any damage done during their stay. The Camp Director and Group Leader will tour and inspect the camp before and after occupation.
24.  No food or drink is allowed in the cabins with the exception of drinking water.

25.  All groups must obey all Forest Service Regulations.

26. There shall be no cutting of firewood unless authorized by the Camp Director.
27.  At least one adult must be in the kitchen when any cooking, serving, cleaning, etc. activities are going on.

28.  Tables and chairs are to remain inside the main building unless removal is authorized by the Camp Director.
29.  In any situation not specifically covered by the above rules, the decision of the Camp Director is final and must be followed.

30. Camp rules are subject to change without notice.

Camp Cleanup Rules
Kitchen

Stove, including burners, grill, oven and grease trap must be cleaned.

Stainless steel sinks and draining boards must be cleaned.

Stainless steel work tables must be cleaned.

All the camp pots, pans, etc. must be washed and put away.

Refrigerators must be cleaned out, wiped down, turned off and the doors left open.

Floor must be swept and moped.

All left over food must be remove from the camp.

All garbage/trash cans must have liners in them.

All garbage/trash cans must be dumped and liners disposed of.
All garbage/trash must be taken out of camp with you.

Main Hall

All tables and chairs must be returned to their original location.

Floor must be swept and all trash removed.

All garbage/trash cans must be dumped and liners disposed of.
Restrooms/shower rooms

Toilet bowls must be cleaned with a brush.

Toilet lids and toilet outsides must be cleaned.

Sinks must be cleaned.

Floors must be swept.

Shower rooms must be cleaned and old bar soap removed.

All trash cans must be dumped and liners disposed of.
Cabins

Mattresses must be returned to cabin #7.

Floors must be swept and trash cans dumped and liners disposed of.
Camp 

Camp must be policed and all trash picked up and disposed of.
